DECISION

This is an application by Murdoch James Estate Wines Limited for a renewal on-licence in respect of premises situated at 133
Puruatanga Road, Martinborough known as “Luna Estate”

The application was duly advertised and no objection or notice of desire to be heard has been received. Accordingly I deal with
the matter on the papers. The inspector and Regional Public Health have noted in their reports that the building work has not yet
been completed so they are unable to assess the manner in which the applicant has sold, displayed, advertised or promoted
alcohol. The inspector has opposed a renewal for three years but has no opposition to a renewal for a 24 month probationary
period. Regional Public Health has asked for a shorter licencing period. | am in full agreement with this proposal.

| am satisfied as to the matters to which we must have regard as set out in 5.131 of the Act and | grant the applicant a renewal
on-licence authorising the sale and supply of liquor for consumption on the premises, to any person who is present on the
premises.
